Annual General Meeting

The institution’s annual general meeting of the year 2017-18 took place on 28th June 2017. In
this meeting, the report, balance sheet of 2016-17 and estimate of 2018-19 was approved by
consensus.

Meeting of Advisory committee was held on 23rd November 2017. Various ways for
fundraising discussed in this meeting. Progress of activities such as Skill Development Program,
Science Centre, Self-Study Centre, Adolescent Project, Scholarship Funding, Speech Correction
centre etc. was reviewed and programs for new year were discussed.

Study Centre : Abhyasika
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skills are nurtured through music, drama, drawing and craft activities. We also distribute nutrition to

these students.

Like every year, this year also our students appeared for T.M.V. English & Mathematics
exam. Our teachers of Aabhyasika went to school for preparing them for the exam so that it

achieved the good result.

We have also introduced information technology as one of the study tools. Our trained
teachers use tablets for abhyasika and now students are also handling it.

Fun camps were conducted in Diwali and summer vacation in which children learned
games and craft. Children enjoyed the activities and were given prizes.

Science Centre

Beneficiary Feedback
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Science is looked upon as a very boring
subject in schools. Our teachers and
volunteers make it interesting using the
concept ‘Learning by Doing”. This activity
is carried out in 19 different schools covering
Pune & Pimpri- Chinchwad corporation
schools & Bhukum-Bhoogaon Z.P. schools.
Students from 5th to 10th std. perform
experiments, carry out projects and thus
learn Science enthusiastically.

The principals, teachers and students of
these schools are giving good response to
this activity. Feedback from the schools is
encouraging. Children are becoming curious
and are growing interest in science.

Summer camps were organized for
children to conduct various activities based
on science like games, modelling etc.

Pune Prarthana Samaj hosted science
experiment contest, in which our science
centre students participated and won Ist
prize. Last year also students got 2nd prize.

Our science teachers participated in the
state level science teachers workshop,
organised jointly by Marathi Vidnyan

Parishad and IISER Pune. They presented three research papers on innovative methods of
evaluation. Neha Aapte & Kishori Belsare’s team won 1st prize for their research on ‘Evaluation
with the help of picture reading” among 75 research papers.
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Science exhibition- 23rd Feb 2018, on the occasion of National Science Day, an exhibition was
organized at our Dighi science centre. Students participated enthusiastically and presented posters,
models and experiments under the guidance of teachers. Teachers, students and parents from the
vicinity, visited the exhibition. Our science centre has established a permanent exhibition so that
students, schools can visit any time of the year.

Adolescence Projects
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Under Adolescence project we started counselling sessions for students. For this purpose,
a trained and qualified counsellor visits the schools regularly & teachers refer cases to her. This
activity has shown positive results as many students received just right guidance from it. Teachers
& principals have also taken help of counselling for their professional problems.

There was one mentally challenged boy who was learning in normal school but when

school referred to us his case then we realized that he is mentally challenged and he needs

special attention. So, we followed up of his case and helped him to get admission in special

school. Later on we came to know that he had special skill in cricket. Then we motivated him

& his family to focus on that only. Now, after some days his parents informed that he got

trophy in cricket. Like him, we have many more cases which we handled skillfully & achieved
success.
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Computer Training Classes

Recognizing the importance of computer literacy, an institution set up computer education
classes, 24 years ago, in the rural place like Dighi. Institution organises short 3 months courses on
the tally, DTP and certificate course in IT and typing were conducted. Women, children and senior
citizens are taking advantage of these courses. Many women got a good job with the help of these
courses.

Health related activities

Free Homeopathy and Barakshar consultancy clinic are run in Pune and Dighi and are
receiving good response. These are in our Dighi premises, in Bhupati complex and in 874 Sadashiv
peth, Vasukaka Joshi vaada in Pune. Patients having chronic and psychological problems visit for
treatmentand are satisfied . They are counselled along with the treatment. Depending on the severity
ofthe issue they are referred to other hospitals for diagnosis and treatment at the right time.

Family check-up camp was organised in Dighi on 20 August 2017. Besides heavy rainfall,
residents from Dighi benefited by this camp.

To help the hearing disabled children speak in a correct manner, the speech correction
centre ° Shabda Sanskaar ’ is functional for last 6 years. The centre is following the theme of ‘one
teacher per student’. The institution has appointed expert and experienced teachers. Guidance is
done by using various educational material, breath control exercises and games. Those who have
difficulty in speaking for various other reasons are also helped and given guidance to speak.
Organization trained many children under this project and they are leading their life with
confidence. Manali comes from a family where all member are hearing challenged after continuous
efforts for five years at our center progress is commendable.

We also arranged these sessions in Gurukrupa- School for Special children. Here also we
have achieved good results.

Various competitions were organized for the special children studying under “Sarva
Samaveshit Shikshan Yojana”. Dr. Supriya Kale, Principal of Pandurang Shyamrao Mulgaonkar Special
B.Ed. college was chief guest. Prize distribution was done by her. All participants received certificates.

Study tours

Study tour at Gramodyan, Pashan was organized for Adolescent & Aabhyasika Students
where the students were introduced to village culture. Adolescents students were also taken to
Aabhinav Farmer’s club they were introduced to modern farming techniques so as to make
agriculture a profitable enterprise. Students visited Police Station in order to know about the
working. They enthusiastically interacted with the police staff.
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Educational and Cultural Programs
