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2. We have started regular Abhyasika for the students of 5th, 6th and 7th std
from Eklavya Balshikshan and Arogya nyas organisation at Bhoopati complex,
Pune office. Also for 10th std students from these organisations who appear
externally for the exams, we conducted practice sessions for science
experiments. For 5th to 10th std students of Rishi Gurukulam (Katar Khadak –
Mulashi dist.)practice sessions for experiments in regular curriculum were
conducted at Bhoopati complex Pune office.

3. Started MSCIT training course at Dighi office

4. With the help and coordination of National Karate Federation of India, we have
started Karate Training – coaching at Dighi office from 26th Jan 2013. Mr. Raju
Thapa (Secretary and technical director of Federation)inaugurated this Training
event.

5. In April 2012, when European Marathi Sammelan (EMS) was held in Cardiff,
UK our secretary Rujuta Pitale and Dr. Asmita Patwardhan, member of BNP
represented our organisation during certain stall demonstrations.  President of
EMS Dr.Ninad Thakare and Dr.Geetanjali Ratnalikar offered stall free of cost.

6. In January 2013, an innovative training awareness program for all the
volunteers was conducted under the able guidance of Dr. Sulabha Deuskar,
Kishori Belsare and Madhuvanti Kelkar to give emphasis on effective and
efficient ways of working together. A group project activity was carried out as
an experience throughself-learning. Overwhelming response was found for this
activity. LeetaTai Shintre, founder of BNP, also shared her views about this
activity.

Various activities undertakenby Pratishthan:

1 Health:

Homoeopathy and Barakshar Dispensary at Pune and Dighi is getting tremendous
response and number of beneficiaries for this activity is increasing every
year.Apart from regular medications, we also provide guidance and references for
the treatment of special type of diseases.

While working in the field of women and child welfare, it is imperative and
important not to neglect the overall health of a family.BNP organized a camp on
15th Aug 2012 for general health check-up of whole family in addition to Pap
smear test for women. BNP is thankful to the whole group of these doctors
namely Pathologist Dr. Vijay Karnik and Dr. Kunda Karnik, Gynecologist
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Dr. Mugdha Vartak, Dr. Archana Kulkarni, and Dr. Kolhatkar, General physician
Dr. Mahesh Joshi,  Pediatrician Dr Pradnya Gawade and Dr. Kishor Shinde.

Nursing Course:

This course is conducted by the organization, continuously for last 22 years. This
course has helped women become independent. 43rd Nursing Training Course
commenced from 21stJuly 2012.

2. Speech Correction center for Deaf and dumb:

Since Feb. 2011, we have been conducting Speech Correction and Language
Skills, development counseling for the Deaf & Dumb children. We started Speech
correction center on 2nd May 2011.Every individual of this kind is given attention in
person by the teacher. Also specific guidance is provided to parents of these
children as per their need. This year we conducted workshops for parents of
such kids. The competitions like drawing with help of computers, speaking and
mugging etc were organized on 17th and 18th January 2013 in Balkalyan Sanstha
near Rajbhavan. 48 students from various schools participated in this competition.
This competition was held under the education scheme for Dumb and Deaf
children accommodated in normal schools. Prize distribution was done by Minita
Patil – Director of Balkalyan Sanstha. She also interacted with these children and
their parents.

3. Science and technology:

‘I do – I understand’ following this educational principle, a novel science program
was launched by the Pratishthan for children from 5th to 7th std where science
experiments were conducted by our volunteers in their school. This year also we
received overwhelming response for this activity. This program was conducted in
the schools namely D.R. Nagarkar School, Saint Crispin’s Home, Palkar Vidyalaya
in Pune City and Corporation school – morning shift for girls and afternoon shift
for boys, Manjuribai Vidyalaya at Dighi. About 500 students got opportunity to
perform the experiments.

Three Robotics workshops were organized this year. Around 40 students not only
participated in this workshop but also enjoyed doing the practical given to them.
This helped them understand the basic principle of Robotics.

A science visit was organized at Tarangan in New English School, Pune to
understand concept of universe and nebulae. We also visited Vidya Vikas
Vidyalaya, Pune to understand a geographical project.
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60 students from Dighi and Pune, Some of parents, volunteers and members of
BNP participated in this visit.

4 Computer Training:

Our Pratishthan had the foresight of understanding the importance of Computers
and had started computer courses at rural place like Dighi way back in the year
1992. Courses for Tally, IT and DTP are being conducted regularly since then as
per Government approved curriculum. This year we also started giving practice
sessions to MS-CIT students. Also we conducted basic computer course for
women.

Sungard donated 10 computers to BNP through ‘Swadhar’. This was due to the
efforts taken by Sarita Bhat - BNP Ex-member. Also Due to efforts born by
Makarand Khamkar, AMDOCS donated 5 computers to the organisation. Apart
from computers, computer chairs and Air conditioner were given by Swati Vaidya
to BNP.

5 Project for Adolescent Girls development:

The formative years between ages 12 to 18 are extremely important for girls.
Apart from physical and mental development, their career also takes direction and
shape in these years. Our organization has started a program specifically targeted
towards self-reliance and self-development of adolescent girls.

The objective of this project is to upgrade knowledge and impart training to
adolescents for the subjects such as general education, personal hygiene, health,
sexual awareness, physical and mental changes, interpersonal skills, self-defense
etc. This information is imparted to them via innovative methods such as reading
newspaper cuttings, reading books on specific subjects, skits and role plays etc.
If need arises, medical aid is also provided.

These project activities are carried out for 7th std students (boys and girls) from
Corporation schools at Dighi namely Chhatrapati Shahu Maharaj Kanyashala and
Manjuribai Madhyamik Vidyalaya.

80 girls and 35 boys participated in this project. 20 sessions per class once a
week were conducted. The topics like self-introduction, gender equality,
confidence building, communication skills, health and nutrition were covered in
those sessions.

A visit to Agakhan palace, Kasturaba Gandhi Mahila Khadi Vidyalaya and Parnakuti
was arranged for the girls in this project.
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A health check-up for girl students from corporation school at Dighi was
conducted in coordination and help with local doctor Smita Tajane. 54 girls
underwent this health check-up.

On the backdrop of Delhi rape case, Presidnet Pratima Joshi interacted with girls
students of Manjuriben School and guided them on how to protect and take care
of oneself.

Volunteers from IBM conducted an interactive training session on communication
skill for these adolescent girls and boys.

On 18th March 2013, a lecture on the topic of physical changes during
adolescent stage, health and nutrition was conducted by Shabdashri who is
coordinator of family planning association of India for girl students of 8th, 9th and
10th STD from Manjuribai School at Dighi.

6 Self Study Centre (Abhyasika):

For the last 14 years a Self Study Centre is run successfully for girls and boys
from1st std to 7th std. Besides helping out with school curriculum, personal
attention is also given to personality development of the students. We daily
provide nutritious diet to these girls and boys. ‘Learn with fun’ is the motto of
Abhyasika. We do have e-learning softwares for the whole curriculum of 1st to
7th std. These softwares are proving to be beneficial for the students.

Anagha Tare, a BNP volunteer has started Abhyasika at Khamgao from this year.

Like every year, we had cultural programs for this boys and girls.

In April 2012, Learn with fun and craft workshop was conducted at Dighi and
Pune.

Retired principal Urmila Bhide conducted a workshop for teachers in June 2012,
on the topic how one can improve language skills better at Pune office.

5th Sept, the teacher’s day was celebrated in unique way. The students enjoyed
role of a teacher and teaching in Abhyasika.

On occasion of Ganesh Utsav, students learned to make model of Lord Ganesh
by using shadu, which is a special kind of mud used for model making. Apart
from such festive workshops, Dahihandi, Rakshabandhan and all other occasions
like Nagpanchami were celebrated with mehendi, drawing, and handwriting
competitions.
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Yearly trip of Abhyasika was arranged at Asha Packaging Industry. The students
got opportunity to understand the complete process of packaging a box of different
thickness, shape and size.

On 21st and 22nd Dec 2012, on occasion of 125th birthday of great
mathematician, Dr. Shrinivas Ramanujan, puzzle solving competition was arranged
for the 1st to 7th std students. Mr. Sampat Kengare from Mahindra space life
developers gave away the prizes to winners of the competition. Also he
congratulated the kids by distributing pens, pencils etc along with some nutritious
food to them.

On 25th January 2013, a gathering was arranged at Dighi. Dr. Snehasudha
Kulkarni of Neehara Prakashan was honour of guest. Students from National
Karate Federation of India demonstrated karate fights. Raju Thapa of NKFI
inaugurated our karate training center at dighi on this day. Every Saturday and
Sunday we conduct our karate training classes at Dighi.

7 Vocational Training:

While considering the scope for professional training for women, our organization
hasstarted  special training courses such as Computerized Machine Embroidery,
Fashiondesigning/ Hand & Machine Embroidery, microwave cooking etc.

In May 2012, one month paramedical course was conducted. About 12 students
availed this opportunity to learn front office etiquettes and other personal
development skills.

In February 2013, Advocate Vikas Shinde and Sarika Jogalekar (C A.) delivered a
lecture on “Laws for NGOs” and “Finance management in NGOs” respectively.

In March 2013, BNP and Granthottejak Sabha jointly conducted a workshop on
“Marathi Shikavu ya vegane-godine”. Dr. Sharada Shintre, BNP volunteer guided
the students from Marathi and English medium who participated in this
workshop.

8 Hostel Activity:

We have our 3 storied ladies hostel building at Dighi. Working women, college
girl students and 8 blind girls have been availing this facility. Visually special girls
undergoing higher studies also stay in the hostel at subsidized rates.

9 Cultural Programmes:

On 11th July 2012, Saraswati Samaj Seva Purskar and Sharada Sahitya
Paritoshik program was conducted in Nivara Sabhagruh. Guest of honour was
famous Marathi writer Mangala Godbole.
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Padmaja Godbole (Phoenix school ,Pune) was awarded Saraswati Samaj seva
Purskaar. Vidya Mhatre, Sanjivani Phadke, Bharati Koshe, Madhuri Kulkarni were
awarded with Certificate of appreciation for the work done by them.

Achala Joshi was rewarded Sharada Sahitya Paritoshik for her book “Ashram
Navache Ghar”

Pradnya Borole, was rewarded with Certificate of Appreciation as “Kushal
Karmachari Purskar” from BNP.

On 5th Sept 2012, retired teachers and member of ‘Rasamayi Vachan Mandal’
shared their memorable incidents and experiences in teaching profession.

A film “Vatevarati Kacha ga” was shown at Dighi.

A special program”A-bhay Abhiyaan”  for parents of students at Dighi Abhyasika was
arraged under guidance of Gauri Deshmukh, ex- principal of Aksharnandan school.

We celebrated world women’s day on 8th March 2013. A street play and a skit
was presented by adolescent girls andDighi employees respectively.

Persistent foundation systems, CSR Pune and Shyamchi Aai jointly started Action
oriented Social Awareness Program (ASAP) to benefit and help NGOs find
volunteers. Four employees of Persistent, selected our organization to work for.
HR database module and BNP Website revamping was done bythese volunteers.

Pratima Joshi, current president of BNP was guest of honour for a program
conducted for felicitation of teachers by Modern B Ed college of special education
on 5th Sept. 12.

On 5th Sept 2012, Vasundhara Kelkar, our committee member was invited by
“Swaranad” (Deaf-dumb teacher’s training Institute) to deliver a lecture on
“Teachers of Deaf-dumb students and positive attitude”.

Interview of our secretary Rujuta Pitale, giving information about our work, was
broadcast on Radio in October 2012.

There is a need to renovate the Self Study
Center and Computer training center. Also, there is a pressing need for more
facilities for development and health of children. We have also chalked out new
training schemes for creating employment opportunities for women. Indeed, lot of
funds will be required for all the seactivities.
